RAIN DAYS

weather.

PARENT DAY DEMO

Once a week, parents and guests are invited to come out and see the campers in action on the tennis courts.
Regular program demos are every Friday afternoon (weather permitting), while Tennis for Tykes demos
happen every Thursday. The times will be communicated to Tykes’ parents on the Tuesday of each week. If on
a Friday weather conditions seem uncertain, please call us at 416-920-6265 ext 241.

REFUND POLICY

All requests for refunds must be made in writing to our business office.

1. Before May 1, 2012, all fees less than S50 deposit per session are refundable.

2. After May 1, 2012, all fees less than $100 per session are refundable if written notice of withdrawal is
received more than ONE WEEK PRIOR to the commencement of the camp session.

3. All requests for refunds due to illness will be considered at the discretion of the Camp Director. Written
notice and presentation of a medical certificate are required. Applicable administrative fees will be retained.
4. No refunds will be issued after a session has begun.

5. There will be a $35 charge for each NSF cheque and a $5 charge for each declined credit card.
